After a week of volunteering with GaDuGi SafeCenter, five young women
from Lawrence ages 14-17 reflected on what they had learned about how
sexual assault can profoundly affect one's life. Just 20 hours of service to
an organization they had no previous knowledge about changed the way
they looked at the world. One 16 year old's mother commented afterward
. that her daughter had really come out of her shell and felt connected to
 and passionate about an issue she hadn't given much thought to be-
fore. The mother was grateful for the knowledge her daughter now pos-
sessed. She felt that her typically soft-spoken and reserved teenager had
found something she wanted to continue learning about and educating
others about.
